What are Household
Hazardous Wastes?

Household Hazardous Wastes are things we
throw away that can harm us or our environ-
ment if they are not stored safely, or if we do
not follow the directions. They can

harm us by catching fire or exploding,

or by making us sick if we eat or

drink them, and some can hurt your

skin or eyes if you touch them. We

can also hurt our environment or

other people if we throw away these wastes the
wrong way.
